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ACADEMIC INTEGRITY IN DISTANCE LEARNING

The transition 1o distance learning and online assessment requires adherence to the principles of
academic integrity. Objective: to reduce the mamfestations of academic dishonesty among students
and improve the quality of online assessment through the implementation of personal responsibility
during distance learning. Materials and methods. To study the observance of the principles of
academic integrity during the implementation of personalized projects “Orphan Diseases™ by students,
we formed two age- and gender-representative observation groups of 4th year students who studied
medical penetics. The main group (n=40) was represented by students who at the end of their project
made and signed a personal statement on compliance with the pnnciples of academic integrity and
awareness of the consequences of theirr violation in accordance with the Regulations on Academic
Integrity at Dnipro State Medical University. The contral group (n=40) consisted of students who
did not sign a personal statement of compliance with the principles of academic integrity. We used
online platforms for all practical classes, onling conferences, ransparent assessment strategies (onling
discussions, modification of test and situational tasks with each new cycle of raining, individual
tasks, daily entry of points in electromic journals). To assess the umiqueness of individual student
projects on the topic of “Orphan Diseases™ and compliance with the principles of academic integrity,
we used the software StrikePlagiarism com. Results. In the main observation group, the average text
uniqueness in the mplementation of the personalized project “Orphan Diseases™ was 78.5=8.T%,
while in the control control group, the average text unigqueness was 54 4£3.5%, p<0.05. Conclusions.
The formation of personal responsibility in the perfformance of personalized tasks increases the
manifestations of academic integrity among students.
