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LINGUOCULTURAL DOMINANT «WATER IS A SACRED ELEMENT» IN THE POETRY OF A. AKHMATOVA
AND M. TSVETAEVA

Summary. The purpose of the article is to study the poetic texts of A. Akhmatova and M. Tsvetaeva from the stand-
point of identifying the linguocultural dominant idea “water is a sacred element” in them. The object of the study is the
poetry of A. Akhmatova and M. Tsvetaeva containing the concept of “water”. The subject matter is the semantic loads of
the author’s representation of the linguocultural dominating idea “water is a sacred element” in the poetry of A. Akhma-
tova and M. Tsvetaeva. The work uses a descriptive research method and the methodof cultural background interpretation
of the text. The study resulted in the semantic content of the linguocultural dominant idea “water is a sacred element”
revealed in the works of A. Akhmatova and M. Tsvetaeva, namely: 1) water is the creation of God; 2) water is one of the
four primary elements; 3) water is an attribute of baptism; 4) water is an attribute of a wedding; 5) water is an attribute of
ritual and magical practices; 6) water is a healing substance. Conclusions. The presented semantics of the linguocultural
dominant idea”water is a sacred element” confirms that both poets had the sacred perception of water. It duplicates myth-
ological (identification with God; perception of the primary element of the world), religious (attribute of baptism, wedding,
and healing) and ritual-magical (attribute of divination, conjuration, and magic spells) look at the water. The practical
value of the article lies in the fact that its material and results can be used within the framework of university courses of
Russian language lexicology, linguoculturology, as well as in the study and comparison of the idiostyles of A. Akhmatova
and M. Tsvetaeva._
